The element of the custom of Iva Grass Picking 
was included in 2011 in the Preliminary List of 
the intangible cultural heritage of the Republic 
of Srpska. Through the activities of local 
associations and by the Museum in Doboj, the 
custom of Iva Grass Picking, was proposed in 
2015 to the Ministry of Education and Culture 
of the Republic of Srpska for nomination 
forRepresentative List of the Intangible 
Cultural Heritage of Humanity. By the 
Commission of BiH for cooperation with 
UNESCO, this element of the intangible 
cultural heritage was nominated onon March 
31, 2016. Year, behalf of BiH for entry on the 
Representative List, and onNovember 28, 
2018.yearUNESCO included the element of the 
custom of Iva Grass Picking on Representative 
List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of 
Humanity.
In the past, the custom of Iva Grass Picking the 
day on the Beheading of John the Baptist was 
exclusively related to folk medicine, a practice 
that has been passed down from generation to 
generation for centuries. Even today, it is the 
primary role, but it also symbolizes solidarity, 
hospitality, social integration and, by 
coincidence, the guardians of Ozren's 
costumes, songs and Kolo dance, which have 
almost disappeared in everyday life
The cohesive factor of picking ive grass is that 
both individuals and local associations invite 
friends and all those interested to get involved 
in picking ive grass, believing in its healing 
properties harvested on the day of the 
Beheading of John the Baptist, beliefs they 
inherited from their ancestors.
