The Mehmed Pasha Sokolovi¢ Bridge in
Visegrad was inscribed on the UNESCO World
Heritage List at the 31st session of the World
Heritage Committee, held in Christchurch, New
Zealand, from June 23rd to July 2nd, 2007.
The justification for inscription was criteria (i)
and (iv):

(Ii)- since it is located at a position of great
geostrategic importance, the bridge has been
witness to important cultural exchanges
between the Balkans, the Ottoman Empire and
the Mediterranean world, between Christianity
and Islam, through the long course of history.
The management and the repairs of the bridge
have also involved different political and
cultural powers: after the Ottomans came the
Austro-Hungarians, the Yugoslav Federation,
and Bosnia and Herzegovina

(iv) The Visegrad bridge is a remarkable
architectural testimony to the apogee of the
classical age of the Ottoman Empire, its values
and achievements, which mark an important
stage in the history of humankind

The bridge on the Drina in Visegrad is a
masterpiece of bridge building. It was
constructed between 1571 and 1577, upon
wish and order of Mehmed pasa Sokolovic,
according to the drawings of Sinan the
architect. The oldest known documents related
to the bridge are those related to expropriation
of the land needed for its construction.
Throughout its long existance, the Bridge has
suffered many temptations, damages and
repairs, the most significant of which were:
collapse of one vault in the Middle Ages, the
1873 repair, the impacts of the disastrously
high water level of 1896, when it was
completely overflown, 1914 — when two piers
with their vaults were destroyed, and in 1943 —
four piers and vault constructions belonging to
them were demolished in mining.

The bridge on the Drina in Visegrad is one of
the most representative examples of the 16th
century bridge building. It is the main symbol of
Visegrad and the entire region. It has been
successfully used and adjusted to various
conditions, resisting many adverse
circumstances, for entire 440 years. This long
period is abundant with various event related to
the Bridge.

BILDER

The bridge construction was designated to
Koca Mimar one of the greatest architects of
the time, known also as ,grand architect
Sinan®.

THE PATRON

Mehmed pasa Sokolovi¢ was bornin 1505 in the
village Sokolovi¢i near a small town Rudo in
Visegrad kadiluk. As a boy, he was separated
from the parents and taken away to Turkey. His
father's name was Dimitrije, and the boy was
christened Bajo. He died in Istanbul in 1579.
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
