Criterion (iii): A remarkable number of stecci, of diversified form, are
found in this part of southeast Europe, conveying an exceptional
testimony to medieval European artistic and archaeological heritage,
with traces of earlier influences (prehistoric, roman and early
medieval). The extremely large number of preserved stecci
(estimated to be more than 70,000) and variety of their forms (slabs,
chests, gabled roof tombstones, pillars and monumental crosses)
are well represented. Their reliefs, including decorative, symbolic,
and religious motives as well as scenes from everyday life, are an
extraordinary testimony of medieval culture. Inscriptions in the
selected graveyards offer an exceptional historical resource, and are
associated with the cultures and histories of the medieval states in
this region.

Criterion (vi): The stecci have been deeply embedded in historical
and continual cultural traditions and beliefs and toponyms
demonstrate the historical meanings and significance of the stecci.
The stecci are associated with local folk and fairy tales, superstitions
and customs; and their epigraphy and reliefs have significantly
influenced the contemporary literature and other forms of art in all

four countries, but also wider in the region.
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Stecci Medieval Tombstone
Graveyards, serial nominations,
were inscribed on the UNESCO
World Heritage List, based on criteria
(iii) and (iv), in 2016 ( Decision: 40
COM 8B.24 of WHC). The serial
property of 28 component sites
includes a selection of 4,000
medieval tombstones (stecci) on the
territory of four states: Bosnia and
Herzegovina (20), the Republic of
Croatia (2), Montenegro (3) and the
Republic of Serbia(3).

Stecci are medieval tombstones
spread over almost the entire
territory of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
and parts of Serbia, Croatia and
Montenegro.

The cemeteries, which date from the
12th to 16th centuries CE, are laid
out in rows, as was the common
custom in Europe from the Middle
Ages. In addition, stecci were, in
some respects, influenced by earlier,
prehistoric and ancient traditions. At
the time when they were made, they
were arranged next to roads, on
prehistoric tumuli, so-called gomile,
at prehistoric fortified settlements,
so-called gradine, around churches,
next to wells, etc. The last
systematic inventory of these
monuments resulted in the figure of
around 70 000 registered
tombstones at about 3 300 sites on
the territory of the mentioned states
(Group of authors, Stecci-Medieval
Tombstones, 2015, 123).

The necropolises with stecci are a
unique cultural phenomenon, a
testimony to the medieval culture of
the European southeast as a place of
meeting the numerous cultural
influences characteristic of that
area.
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
