PREFACE

Those who were unfortunate enough
to live in a time where you could not
even hear the song of the birds know
that it is the exact sign of a terrifying
cloud of danger hanging over them.
War that is behind us has showed

the weight of endless silence over the
landscapes that looked as meant to be
habitats for birds. And, as soon as it
passed by we hurried back to Bardaca
to check if they have returned to
their “empire”. From the first postwar
days until today, there is much that
has changed and even an ordinary
visitor would be clear why this
complex of artificial lakes has enjoyed
protection for decades and why it was
entered in the register of the world’s
wetland areas.

as a production facility, but it is
through talks and cooperation of
the enthusiasts and conservationists
with the owners that many valuable
results were achieved.

a bird and its current activity from
an artistic photograph. Probably
because of such infinite patience
and meticulousness these two
enthusiasts are able to show us a
new world. And what kind, again
we will quote Dujakovi¢:

This is not a book about the world of
the past. This is a book about a future
world where only the safe conditions
need to be provided, and the nature
itself will do everything else very
quickly — as, after all, it has done
before for thousands of years.

We add that “The Birds of
Barda¢a” that are before you,
represent only a cross-section of
what was happening in this area
in 2004 and 2005. How the things
stand today or how they will stand
in ten or more years, we will need
to check again. We hope that soon
there will be a proclamation of

a protected cultural landscape,
followed by the respect of all the

protection measures prescribed by

experts. The Republic Institute for
Protection of Cultural, Historical
and Natural Heritage of Republic
of Srpska made a study for
proclamation and had long, with
the team of experts, inspected the
ground. A range of meetings with
users of the area and municipal
institutions have been organized
in order to suggest the best models
of protection. If everyone in the
process follow what was agreed,
Bardac¢a will be even richer for

the bird lovers, and even more
worthwhile for its owners. Balance
is always possible provided there

is a real awareness of the need to
return to the nature at least a part
of what the nature gives to us.
